A. GENERAL CONDITIONS 
 

1) The Permittee shall adhere to the final design plans and engineering report 
approved January 24, 2001, and the revised operational plan approved December 
10, 2024, unless permit conditions state otherwise.   
 

2) The Permittee shall not exceed the facility’s processing capacity of two thousand, 
five hundred (2,500) tons per fiscal year (July 1- June 30).  The Permittee shall make 
available to the Department, upon request, its records regarding the amount of 
waste being processed at the facility. 

 
3)  The total amount of industrial solid waste at this facility at any given time shall 

not exceed one hundred fifty (150) tons.  
 
4) Records concerning the rate of processing must be included in the annual report, 

due by October 15th of each year, as required by R.61-107.6, Section G.2. 
 
5) Pre-processed waste stored in the area marked as “Used Oil Filter and Other Drum 

Area” shall not exceed nine thousand, nine hundred (9,900) gallons at one time. 
At any point this limit is met, the Facility shall cease acceptance of pre-processed 
material in this area.  

 
6) If the storage capacity of pre-processed waste is at the capacities for the 

“Solidification Pit” (3,000 gallons), the 6,000-gallon “Settling/Separation Tank”, and 
the 1,200-gallon “Open Top Tank” as marked on Figure 3 of the Engineering Report 
are met at any one time, the Facility shall cease accepting pre-processed waste.  

 
7) Unauthorized pre-processed waste shall not exceed five 55-gallon drums.  If at 

any point this limit is met, the facility shall cease acceptance of pre-processed 
waste.  

 
8) Records of the amounts of all pre-processed waste accepted at the facility each 

day and where all waste was disposed of shall be maintained and kept at the 
facility for a period of five years and made available to the Department upon 
request. 
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9) The Permittee is responsible for keeping a copy of the permit and the approved 

operational plan at the facility at all times.  All personnel shall be familiar with the 
approved documents.  

 
10) The Permittee shall notify the Department prior to transfer-of-ownership or 

operation of the facility. 
 
11) The facility shall follow the closure plans outlined in the approved application for 

proper closure of the facility. 
 

B. SPECIAL CONDITIONS 
 

1) Prior to the receipt of each shipment of metal containing absorbent agents (e.g. 
Kiln dust), the permittee shall obtain a current analysis on it to ensure that the 
material is not hazardous waste.  All analyses shall be kept onsite for Department 
review, upon request. 
 

2) The facility is approved to use vermiculite and/or wood/wood dust as dry 
solidifying agents.  Prior to using any other solidifying agent, the Permittee is 
required to obtain the Department’s approval prior to use. 

 
3) The Permittee shall not allow any liquids to run off to the environment as a result 

of the industrial solid waste processing operation.
